Northern Lights Energy – Card Lock System – Kathie Muse gave a presentation regarding a card lock system that we can use 24/7 for fueling our buses.  It is located on Clear Creek Road.  There could be a cost savings for our District in using the card lock system.  They would make us tax exempt and do all of the reporting for us.

 Dave Taylor gave a quick update on the progress of the Gym.  Tom Semingson is ready to go to Sacramento and have the plans approved.  Gifford Construction will be giving the District information on the cost of constructing the Gym.  When we do the Lease Lease Back we need to set it up on 12 equal pays.  The District needs to take the lowest bids and to be careful with accepting deductive alternates.  We need to keep the cost of construction at 2.5 million because we have other costs that the District has already incurred.  The District should erect 8200 square feet of the metal building and still use it as the Bus Barn.  To pay for erecting the metal building the District can use Qscab which is borrowing money to erect the metal building.  It may take up to 2 – 3 years for funding.  The Bus Barn building may be exempt from DSA.  The District needs to avoid using General Fund money to construct the metal building.  The District may use the Qualified School Construction Bond Program and it is 2 year funding – and it is a 0% bond. 

John Isom – Gave an update on funding for the Gym project.  It has always been the understanding since 2008 that the District would need to get a Bridge Loan.  A Bridge Loan is short term debt taken out as long term debt.  We assumed that the tax base would grow and it has actually been declining.    The District needs to make some decisions regarding the Bond if they want to take a General Obligation Bond, Certificate Of Participation (COP) or the District could take out a BAN (Bond Anticipation Note) which would keep the tax rate down and is 5 years out.  The District has several options to choose from but John Isom recommends the BAN.  If the District chooses to do a BAN it would need to go before the Board with a resolution as early as October.
