1.0	Call to Order – The Board meeting was called to order at 6:02 pm.

2.0	Roll Call – Present: Barbara Jackson, John Pappas and Les James.  Absent: Ted James 
	Marveen Simpson.

3.0	Pledge of Allegiance - Recited

4.0	Approval of Agenda – John Pappas, Barbara Jackson and Les James

5.0	Presentation:  Steve Westaby and the Partnership with the Bureau of Land Management:  Steve Westaby started the presentation by introducing the Board to Chase Lindz and asked the Board if they could make their presentation out in the greenhouse.  John Pappas agreed and the Board adjourned to the greenhouse at 6:04 p.m. Steve explained that the core groups working in the greenhouse right now are 5th/6th graders, Project Share and his elective class which are busy growing fruits and vegetables.  They are focusing on native plants to our area and wetland plants.  Volunteers come every two weeks to work with the children and classes are roughly 40 min. long with ½ hr of that dedicated to planting.  Chase explained that every time the volunteers come to work with the children they are providing roughly $1200 worth of time to the students and the school.  Their hope is to be able to take a field trip this year to plant in restoration areas. The Board meeting returned and was reconvened at 6:25 p.m.

Joy also commented that the Illuminate program is up and running.  This will hold all of the data within the school in regards to testing.  The teachers are in the process of training on how to input the data.
	Janet updated on the elementary.  Kari Goldenson is in charge of staff development for Illuminate.  The gym dedication is set for November 4th at 10 a.m.  A program is in the works.  There will be a Dedication Committee meeting on October 20th at 6:30 p.m.  A press release on the dedication has been sent out and Barbara Jackson said that she would send out another one as well.  Janet informed that Board that planning for 8th grade fundraising is underway.  One of the ideas was for Bingo Night at the Community Center.  On October 26th there will be a Town Hall meeting at the Elementary to discuss getting Little League going again in Happy Valley.

9.2	Enrollment Update as of October 5th, 2011 – Janet informed the Board that our enrollment is holding.  She stated the district’s goal is to have 97% ADA.  The  elementary has already held 2 Saturday Schools.
